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Soil Washing
Surfactant enhanced soil washing (SESW) remediation, is a

remediation process that combines the use of specialized
surfactant formulations with physical washing (i.e., soil

washing) of oil contaminated solid wastes within a three
phase system (i.e. soils, water and contaminants).

Traditionally, soil washing used heated water only with
limited effectiveness due to sorption limiting the

‘physical availabilityphysical availability’ of contaminants.
